Cameras essentials

* help with audio - recording in the real world

Constructing sequences
» getting the mix of shots that will make a great edit
« finding the best camera angles
» how to use dynamic camera moves to improve coverage

« using shallow depth of field creatively

Available light
* how to work with the available light (location shoot)
» using reflectors and scrims in harsh sunlight
